d. establish, direct or otherwise
operate any business that either
advertises, offers or provides (or
causes to be advertised, offered
or provided)

any general health service paid or otherwise, in a clinical or
non-clinical capacity.

2. The general health service provider named
above must display a copy of this Interim
Prohibition Order prominently at their
business premises and ensure that it is
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easily visible to the public.

The general health service provider named
above must prominently publish a copy of
this Interim Prohibition Order on the
homepage of any website or social media
platform used to promote themselves or
the supply of any goods or services.

The published Interim Prohibition Order
must remain prominently on the homepage
of any website or social media platform
used to promote themselves or the supply
of any goods or services until the Interim
Prohibition Order has expired or is
revoked.

In this Interim Prohibition Order ‘general health service’ and ‘general health service
provider’ have the same meaning as in section 3 of the Health Complaints Act 2016.

This Interim Prohibition Order takes effect on the service of the order on the general health

service provider to whom it applies.
